Police Report:  Officer Lennon said there were 42 incidents in the December timeframe with no major incidents. There was 1 carjacking, 1 assault, 2 drunk driver incidents, and the rest were minor offenses.
Sheriff’s Report: Chief Pankey was not available to attend the meeting.
Election of At-Large Board Members:  Loren Needles was unanimously approved as an At-Large Member of the Board. President Flemming also welcomed Jon Musser as the new VTS member of the SHA Board.
Program: Proposed Changes to the SHA Website by Attila Kocsis, Owner of Digital Phenom.
Attila said the SHA Website was basically outdated and that he was working with Nancy Jennings and Tom Fulton on a new website.   He said the proposed website would be very easy to update, would have pictures of prominent sites (buildings) in the SHA area, and his slide show presentation displayed several proposed ‘pages’.  After much discussion by the SHA Board, it was decided that Nancy and Tom would work with Attila to develop a ‘strawman’ website incorporating the various functions of the SHA Board.  A motion was made and accepted to allocate up to $2500 to develop the ‘strawman’ website for final review by members of the Board. Joanne Lepanto abstained on the vote.
Announcements:  President Flemming addressed several upcoming meetings of interest; namely, 16 January SHA Board Members meet at St. Stephen’s St. Agnes Upper School Campus Library, 17 January Open House regarding proposed zoning ordinance to create a new residential affordability zone, 26 January Landmark Community Re-Planning Workshop, 26 January City Council Retreat to review Interdepartmental Work Plans, 9 February West End Coalition Meeting with Mayor Wilson, and 21 February Public Presentation of the City Budget.  President Flemming also discussed an idea being ‘floated around’ called the ‘donut hole’ that recommends, inter alia, changing single housing family zoning to multiple family housing on the same lot such as duplexes.
Minutes: The December Minutes were approved with a minor correction.
Treasurer’s Report: Joanne Lepanto said the SHA bank account totaled $29,263.82. She also said she had reimbursed former President Jennings $152.11 for the cost of signs for the November SHA Annual Meeting.
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Area Reports: Area 1, Fran Terrell reported that several neighbors were moving out of her area; Area 2, Bill Goff reported that they were continuing with the lawsuit against the City concerning lights at TCW.  He also described an incident where several out of area people were playing football on a Sunday morning and were making a lot of noise (they were subsequently required to leave the field); Area 7, Jim Rowley said there were 4 recent bomb threats at Hammond Middle School which tied up Police resources for several hours each time; and Loren Needles gave an update on the Karig Estate lawsuit which will be heard on 6 February in Court.  Of note, Joe Fischer, who has served in numerous positions on the SHA Board, including as a President, has resigned his position as an At-Large member of the Board for personal family reasons.
Old Business:
Repaving Seminary Road – is on hold pending a study by the Trans Urban Company.  Of note – a sign has been built near the firehouse which appears to be related to the HOV/HOT issue.
Status of Noise Ordinance Proposed Changes – is due out in late summer or early fall.
Central Alexandria Traffic Study – there will be a meeting during the 3rd week in January at City Hall.
Landmark Redevelopment Update – there will be a workshop meeting on 26 January.
New Business:
Gas Leaks – there has been some reports of gas leaks especially in the Clover College Park area.
Creation of New Residential Affordability Zone - a meeting will be held on 17 January at City Hall.
Having no further business, the meeting adjourned at 9:27 PM
