            MINUTES


Police Report:  Officer Lennon stated that there were 41 reported incidents in the last month, including one robbery at Four Eyes at Bradlee Shopping Center. Car larcenies continue to be an issue with unlocked cars. Jim Durham added that there had been several car larcenies in Seminary Ridge this past weekend. Officer Lennon reported that there had been approximately 100 traffic stops in the past month on Seminary Road (70) and Quaker Lane (30).
Sheriff’s Report: Chief Pankey provided copies of the latest edition of the Sheriff’s Office Bulletin highlighting the state award Deputy Juarez received for aiding a critically injured motorist. Chief Pankey encouraged all residents to contact him with any questions or concerns regarding the work of the Sheriff’s Department.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Program: Christine Mayeur of the City Department of Transportation and Environmental Services gave an update on the Complete Streets paving project for Seminary Road. There will be a meeting on Monday, March 25th for all residents to learn more about the possible options for changes in the road. Staff has determined that the road must be repaved in September, as it cannot go another winter in its present condition. The scope of the changes at this time will be limited to the stretch of Seminary Road between Howard Street and Quaker Lane. Improvements may also be made at the Howard and Seminary intersection. The options being considered by staff are posted on the city’s website. Following the meeting on the 25th, there will be a 2 week period for public comment and an online survey.  Residents are encouraged to participate in this comment period. There will be a final public meeting in May to discuss the option chosen by the city, and the plan will go before the Traffic and Parking Board in June. 
	Katie Glover, of the Virginia Theological Seminary, then gave a presentation on the closure of the little Seminary Post Office. The post office will close on March 31st, but the drive in, drop-off mailboxes will remain operational. She explained that the increased number of residents living on the campus now has created issues with delays in mail delivery, and so the post office is no longer adequate to serve the needs of the campus. The Seminary regrets the closing of this well-loved neighborhood facility. Questions were raised about the age of the building and whether it has historic value and merits protection. Jonathan Musser, VTS representative, stated that he has been working with the Seminary’s archivist, and they believe the building was built around 1880 as an out building for storage. It did not become a post office until approximately 1920. The Seminary is doing renovations to other buildings on campus and the post office may be used as a temporary storage facility for the renovation work. Jonathan also stated that Addison Hall will be closed for renovation during the time of our annual meeting in November and the Seminary will work with us to see if another location on campus can be used. In addition, the 1873 Café will be closed from May 2019 until January 2020.
Minutes: The February Minutes were approved with a minor correction. 
Treasurer’s Report: Joanne reported a balance of $29,131.71. After reimbursing Carter Flemming for the purchase of tables for board meetings and receiving two dues payments, the new balance is $29,089.73.  The Treasurer’s Report was approved.
Area Reports: Frances Terrell, Area 1, reported that several residents traveled to Leesburg on March 7th for the first court hearing on the TC Williams stadium lights lawsuit. Tom Fulton,  Area 6, reported that the appeal of the storm water fee for residents of Marlboro Estates had been denied by the city on the grounds that the residents do not maintain the retention pond. Jim Rowley,  Area 7, reported that there is increased traffic on Howard Street. Paul Judge, Area 9, reported that neighbors met with St. Stephen’s and St. Agnes School representatives regarding their plans for modification to their campus. He also reported that Uber and Lyft drivers are parking along neighborhood streets taking breaks or waiting for riders. Christina Holt, Episcopal High School, reported that their plans are moving along for the relocation of the track and field to the Braddock Road side of campus. They plan to be before the Planning Commission and City Council in May, and begin construction work in October. They are currently doing soil testing and archaeology work at the site. The track and field will be buffered from Braddock Road by trees, a safety shelter, and a gravel road.
Old Business:  Jack Sullivan presented a summary of the issues from 1993 to the present time around a Connector from Eisenhower Avenue. In 2014, a new multi-modal bridge was approved to connect Pickett Street with the Eisenhower Metro Station. The projected cost of that bridge has increased from its original estimate of $80 million to $150 million. He has met with Yon Lambert, head of TE&S, who states that due to cost and objections from the railroad, the prospect of any connector other than the approved (but not funded in the 10-year CIP budget) is highly unlikely.
Updates were then given on the Alexandria Transit Vision Plan for changing DASH bus routes, the Eco-City Summit, and the Landmark Re-Planning Workshop.
New Business: Carter Flemming and Tom Fulton reported that the website updating is proceeding at a slower pace than we had hoped, but was moving forward.
Carter Flemming reported on the selection of members for the Transportation Committee and stated that a meeting of that committee would be convened immediately following the city’s March 25th meeting about Seminary Road.
Carolyn Griglione reported on her meetings regarding the VDOT/TransUrban sign on Seminary Road. After admissions by the city that proper procedures had not been followed, Carolyn was informed that the sign would be moved to VDOT property. She is waiting for confirmation of a meeting to discuss the proposed new location.
The meeting was adjourned at 9:03 p.m.
