Minutes

Police Report – Sergeant Loren King reported that the calls in Seminary Hill Area were very low this past month. Bike Patrol has started mostly by the schools and Old Town as it is easier to patrol on bike than Foot.

Tom informed us on the passing of Loren Needles and as of now no information on service.

Program: Update on the RiverRenew Project to reduce pollution into the Potomac River

-The RiverRenew Tunnel System project will remediate four combined sewer overflow outfalls in Alexandria by directing the combined sewage to the AlexRenew Water Resource Recovery facility to be treated before being discharged. The project includes the construction of a 20 million gallon per day tunnel dewatering pumping station and 130 million gallon per day wet weather pumping station. Upon completion, the project will prevent millions of gallons of sewage mixed with rainwater from contaminating Hooffs Run, Hunting Creek, and the Potomac River.
-The benefits are it will reduce the average volume of overflows to waterways from 140 million gallons to less than 16 million gallons. It will decrease the frequency of sewer overflows from 70 events to less than 4 events on an annual average basis. 
-As of today, the multiple projects and tunnel system and upgrades to Alexandria’s wastewater treatment facilities are on schedule and all parts of the project are in the construction phase.
-Tunnel boring machine is being built in Germany and will be shipped in early May.
- Funding has come from the State, EPA and Grants from the State. These loans will be paid off like a Mortgage over the next 40 years. Cost as of now is estimated at $615 million and total loan cost is estimated at $454.4 million.

Area 6: Babette reported that the 4th Monday of each month there will be a continued presence at the Parking and traffic Board meetings to let them know the concerns of North Early St.
Area 9: Jeanne Jacob- Seminary Hill Civic Association President thanked SHA for supporting the change to the “No Turn on Red” at St. Stephens and Seminary. This appeared to be headed toward approval, but the city decided it was time to take a new look at all signage relating to pedestrians, so the change is on hold for now. Strawberry Run update: UVA was brought on as a facilitator in gathering information on the City and its process with this project.  The conclusion is that another Committee is needed. City is still refusing to remove Natural Channel Design. The promised 18-month evaluation of Seminary Road that the city promised, that has been delayed for two years is beginning in May. Frank Putzu will get information on what the city promised residents to hold the city accountable.
Beth Chase: SSSAS: Alumni weekend will be April 22, 2022, held at the upper school. Expect parking on St. Stephens Road. The construction on the new roadway at the Church off Howard has begun and will continue through the summer.  


Old Business
Recording Board Meetings to be discontinued
Fort Ward – The city will be building a new NORTH entrance into the park. This entrance will be ADA compliant- walk way located at Van Dorn and going to the covered pavilion. The City has hired an archologist to be on site to make sure history is protected. 
Muffler: The Muffler law has been reversed. 
Reparations: The Seminary has provided Alexandrians a great deal of Genealogical history in this reparation project. They should be commended for all of this work. 
Inova Hospital Update: The construction/destruction of the new INOVA site-Landmark- will begin in May. As of now project is on schedule and it is expected that the process regarding the Seminary Road site of the current Inova facility will begin in 2026 with the property being sold to a developer and the planning process beginning. 
Karig Estates/Franklin Hills The land has been cleared. Looks like the developer took down all trees and broke his promises to the community.
AHDC Seminary Road Housing Project: Jon Fredericks has informed Carter Flemming that nothing will be done on this project until October.
Duke Street Traffic Pilot Extension: SHA has sent a letter to the City that supports an extension so that needed data can be collected.

New Business
November’s Annual Meeting: September 7, 2022 SHA will be 70 years old. This November at the annual meeting we should be Celebrating 70 years. Guest Speaker, do a mailing to get the community involved. Suggestions for new board members are encouraged.
Zoning for Housing – Please read SHA monthly letter. President Flemming wrote an amazing piece on  how the city is planning to increase the height limit and the bonus density for providing affordable housing.  This could have huge impacts across the city, despite the city minimizing its potential use.
Car Tax Relief: New CM has suggested this as a way to give relief to residents.
Trash Pickup: Trash pick up was delayed a day due to “staffing shortage” We have more employees and fewer things are getting done.
Sen. Adam Ebbin request to address Board. Do we want to have him come talk to us. Ebbin is not our State Senator as Jack Sullivan informed the Board.
