Monthly Meeting
23 September 2010

President Nancy Jennings called the meeting to order at 7:32 P.M. at Immanuel Church-On-the-Hill.  Nan announced she has a new work number for Board Members to contact her.  The minutes of the June meeting were approved.  Treasurer Jack Sullivan reported a balance of $27,917.75 in the exchequer, with one new member.

APD Deputy Chief and SHA Liaison Officer Hassan Aden described the new LIDAR laser system for dealing with speeders.  He also described a pernicious new practice by crooks wherein they are able to obtain credit card numbers off ATM machines and gas pumps through use of a gadget that is inserted in the machines and copies credit card numbers. Citizens should be alert!  There was a discussion of so-called "gypsies" who may appear at one's door who are up to no good.  Call the police if suspicions are aroused.

The letter authored by Carter Flemming to T.C. Williams School re: floodlights was discussed and approved, with amendments.  Joe Fischer reported that muggings have occurred near the Inova Hospital parking lots, and Beth Aronson talked about unauthorized salespeople knocking on doors (see "gypsies" above.).  Glenn Eugster said that there was an attempted break-in on North Early Street recently.  Glenn also reported on Ft. Ward issues, including the finding of more graves than anticipated.

Joe Fischer said that the owners of 510 Quaker Lane will place the property on the market.  Jack Sullivan forcefully asserted that the City Council should not have the power to change zoning ordinances arbitrarily as has been proposed in an amendment.  A motion to oppose the amendment carried unanimously.

An extended discussion then ensued on BRAC, START, and the Beauregard Corridor Plan, with strong support expressed for mounting a campaign to stop density increases until an effective traffic management plan is in effect.  A motion to STOP BEAUREGARD CORRIDOR PLAN until transportation amenities are "shovel ready" was unanimously approved by the SHA Board.  A full range of community actions were proposed by Jack Sullivan to thwart further development until governmental actions to meet citizen demands are implemented.  The proposals were roundly endorsed by the members present.

The meeting adjourned.
