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The meeting was called to order at 7:30 PM by Vice President Bruce McCarthy at Immanuel Church On-The-Hill.  Several members of the Board were unable to attend the meeting as they were at the Alexandria Board of Zoning Appeals meeting concerning the planned installation of outdoor lights at the Hammond Middle School athletic field.  As a result, there was not a quorum of Board members present so no official action could be taken by the Board members present at the meeting.
The Board of Directors approved the minutes of the last meeting held on 12 September 2011 subject to further approval by President Jennings.  The Board then approved the Treasurer’s Report stating that the SHA account now totaled $27,932 subject to once again approval by President Jennings.
Mr. Tim McGhee, the Republican candidate for Virginia Senate District 30, addressed the audience and provided a brief overview of why he wants to be a State Senator. He thanked the SHA members present for the opportunity to address them.
Deputy Chief Hassan Aden provided a Police Report.  He is aware of all the BRAC 133 traffic issues and he stated that the Alexandria Police Department has received a $800,000 Federal Grant to, among other things, fund 8 additional vacant Police Officer positions.  He noted that overall crime in the SHA area was down by 5.6% but the number of stolen cars has increased from 5 to 12 so far this year.  He also said that there will be an Open House on 9 November at 10 AM at the new Police Building.  He would like to host the January 2012 SHA meeting in the new Police Building. 
Mr. David Rothman, a SHA resident present at the meeting, praised the efforts by SHA to retain the Post Office operation located on VTS property.
Area Representatives reported on several issues. Dick Hayes, Area 5, discussed the increased traffic on Seminary Road resulting from the opening of the BRAC 133 building.  Pat Lidy, Area 7, reported that the Encore Apartment management continues to have oversized flags and signs on the property despite several instances of being cited by Alexandria City inspectors.  Ann Henshaw, Area 9, also had concerns about the BRAC 133 traffic and noted that this was an item at the recent Seminary Ridge meeting. Boota De Butts, Episcopal High School representative, said they were planning a new Academic Building Wing with a start date of June 2012 and a estimated completion date of mid-summer 2013.  Heather Zdancewicz, VTS representative, said they also were trying to save the Post Office and that the decision was made to build a new 
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Chapel to replace the Chapel that recently burned down.  The new Chapel will have a garden view.  Joe Fischer, At-Large representative, noted that the new owner of the Goodman property was planning to build a new house on the property.
Under Old Business, Vice President Bruce McCarthy reminded everyone that the SHA Annual Meeting would be held on Thursday 10 November. He briefly discussed the Lights at the Hammond athletic field issue and the fact that SHA opposed the lights.  He discussed the planned Lifestyle Safeway grocery store that will replace the current Safeway on King Street and Quaker Lane.  The plan is to start building in March of 2012.  The current store at the site will be demolished and it will take about a year to complete the new store.  Sharon Annear and Carolyn Griglione, SHA members in the audience, noted that they were not happy with the current design of the new store as it appeared not to be compatible with the surrounding neighborhood. Under the BRAC 133 issue, Carolyn Griglione said she has pictures of traffic backups resulting from the opening of the building.  Vice President Bruce McCarthy then noted that he had nothing new to report on the Beauregard Corridor Plans, High Capacity Transit Corridor Work Group, and the Waterfront Planning Group.
Under New Business, there was a general discussion concerning the increased parking of Inova Alexandria Hospital employees on Howard Street.  It appears that the increased parking may not be from the Hospital employees but rather from patients utilizing the Casey Clinic at the Hospital. Carolyn Griglione, then noted that there has been an increasing number of Administrative SUP requests to open massage parlors in Alexandria.  Six have been approved this year with 3 more in the approval process.  Most, if not all, of the massage parlors are located near the hotels in Old Town. None are in the SHA area.
Having no further business, the Board adjourned at 9:15 PM.
