Special Board of Directors Meeting

26 October 2011

The meeting was called to order at 9:30 AM by President Nancy Jennings at 2115 Marlboro Drive, Alexandria, VA. 
The Board of Directors approved the minutes of the last three meetings as well as the meeting held on 13 October 2011. The Board also approved the Treasurer’s Report in the 13 October minutes stating that the SHA account now totaled $27,932.

The Board then agreed that the special SHA Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) account would remain ‘open’ for possible future use.  President Jennings announced that the flyers were ready for Area Representatives to pass out in their respective Areas announcing the SHA Annual Meeting as well as each Area Representative would have two signs announcing the Annual Meeting to be placed in strategic places in their respective Area.

Mr. Frank Putzu, a lawyer and former SHA President, provided a ‘privileged legal brief’ concerning the various SHA options associated with the Hammond Field Lights issue.  There was considerable discussion and Mr. Putzu received directions from the Board as to the next step in the process.
There followed a general discussion concerning the Safeway proposal to tear down the old Safeway building  on King Street near the Bradlee Shopping Center and the King-Quaker-Braddock intersection and replace it with a new Safeway store.  The new Safeway store will (1) be larger than the old store by 40%, (2) raise above the parking lot (which would be at ground level), (3) include a separate retail building of 3,000 square feet, (4) expect more cars daily than now, (5) have a Bergman’s Cleaners inside, (6) have 2-3 Safeway delivery trucks (18 - wheelers) per day, (7) have additional delivery trucks per day (unknown number), and (8) relocate all deliveries to the West Braddock Road side.  Safeway is asking for an increase in Floor Area Ratio (FAR) as well as a parking reduction.
There was considerable discussion by the Board Members concerning the Safeway proposal especially concerning truck deliveries on Braddock Road which will cause significant traffic problems as well as the increased size of the building with the resultant FAR decrease required to build the new building.

The SHA Board of Directors approved the following resolution:

“SHA opposes the rezoning of the Bradlee Safeway store as now proposed as a ‘Big Box’ store for a number of reasons including the delivery truck service route, the reduction in FAR, and the mass and scale of the project”.
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Having no further business, the Board adjourned at 10:35 AM.
