REPORTS:

Steve Harkness, sitting in for Carter Fleming of Area 2, had no report.  Dick Hobson – reporting for Area 3, reported that the owner of the property on the northeast corner of Duke Street and North Quaker Lane was no longer displaying "For Sale" signs on the property.

Tom Fulton, who is the Chairman of the Alexandria Ad Hoc Fort Ward Park and Museum Area Shareholders Advisory Group and Seminary Hill Area 6 Board member reported that (1) the City had completed Phase 1 of the archeological study of the Fort Ward property and that the study had revealed 21 new graves and (2) the City had allocated $150,000 for the archeological study, (3) Phase 2 of the study will address the impact of stormwater run off and possible diversion of ground water run off to an outlet located along the boundary line with Marlboro Estates subdivision.
Heather Zdancewicz reported on behalf of the Seminary that the recent earthquake had further damaged the remains of the chimney for the former Seminary chapel and those chimney remains had been removed from the site.  She also reported that the Seminary was planning to build an addition to the Scott lounge building located adjacent to the old tennis court location, which addition would contain a café that would have an ABC license.  The café would serve members of the Seminary faculty, student body and staff and a limited number of members from the surrounding community.  The café is planned to be open from 4 PM to 11 PM, seven days a week.  The Seminary is planning a community meeting to discuss the proposed addition with all interested parties.

Frank Putzu (a former President of Seminary Hill) reported on the status of the SHA appeal to the BZA concerning the proposed special use permit for the lighted athletic field adjacent to Hammond Middle School.  The BZA hearing will be held on October 13.  The bill to SHA for copies of documents from the Alexandria City Public Schools (ACPS) which was to be an estimated $1,965, is being reviewed and the number of estimated documents to be copied has been reduced.  In addition, Frank reported that the City has received bids for construction of a necessary retaining wall for the planned new athletic field.  The amounts for the bids received range from $2.3 - $2.5 million.

President Jennings reported that the BRAC 133 advisory committee would hold a public meeting on December 15, 2011, at which meeting the Virginia Department of Transportation will report on the proposed HOV ramp to be built at the intersection of Route 395 and Seminary Road.

The members present agreed that the SHA annual meeting would be held on November 10, 2011 at 7:30 PM at the Seminary.

The President appointed a nominating committee to nominate Board members and officers for 2011-2012 for elections at the November 10 meeting. The nominating committee members are Joanne LePanto, Joe Fischer, Carter Fleming, Frank Putzu and Dick Hobson.

The meeting adjourned at 9:35 PM
